Minutes of last meeting held on 12 February 2013 were confirmed subject to one item in correspondence being finalised. Sue/Craig

1. Mt Victoria Bowling Club

Lease is conditional on removing TAB but Bowling Club has a legal opinion saying they don't have to remove TAB.

Action: Elaine to write to WCC asking they send a formal letter to club and advise they need to comply with their lease.

Craig advised Town Belt Management Plan – leasing policy for recreational & community groups. There is no difference in lease if town belt land or not.

Elaine read out list of pesticides, herbicides and fertilisers being used from list provided. 

Action: Elaine to contact Alison White re food safety.

2. Community Gardens

Elaine advised reply received from Mike Oates

Gardens licence – permission to operate in a venue – expired on 14 January. 

Could say Crossways  venue is over booked and Bandoliers building is also a necessary venue..

Craig advised the position of Friends of Town Belt – building removed or retained for multiple use.

Action: Elaine to advise building should be removed.

3. Flyover

Elaine advised Council Report was written by own staff. Not independents.

Conflict of Interest between WCC Chief Planning Officer Hitchins and NZTA’s Chetwynd? . Ask what is the Council's policy?

4. Town belt oral submissions

Went well

5. Contracting out rubbish collection

Action: Craig to write and get formal confirmation from the Mayor that WCC trucks will no longer be available for street cleaning. Craig to ask what will happen to the assets? Will Council contest the next contract? What is our alternative form of fundraising?

Action: Contact Sustainable Trust to see if they have suitable trucks. Affects others areas also i.e. Hataitai etc. not just Mt Victoria.

Action: Sue is producing a list of Community Groups, more work to do before complete.

Action: Craig will go back to Zac Gordon toconfirm we can confirm his email so that we can then circulate it  to other Community Groups i.e. Sustainable Coastlines etc. and ask them to join a campaign to lobby Council to retain the service. Need strong drivers who are willing to lift anything.

6. Alcohol Management meeting on 21st March, Newtown.

Retain liquor free zone in Mt Victoria.

New Act allows communities input on licensing i.e. dairies.

7. Trees – Macracarpas at Netball Courts in Hataitai Park 

Agreed not a Mt Vic issue.

8. Another bicycle track where it intersects with a walking track. 

Action: Elaine - oppose if dangerous. It is one of the few tracks that are accessible from the city for elderly and children.

9. WCC Annual Plan – to include heritage audit

Craig suggested write to Celia Wade-Brown (Mayor) and advise you instructed officials, please confirm this will be provided for in the Annual Plan.

Action: Elaine to write – constructive action. 
10. Homelessness in Wellington

Council has asked for submissions on shelters for homeless in city – submissions close April/May There is a need for a place/shelter for women in the city. Brougham St has a place.

Action: Elaine to contact Alan Norman, Hawker St re Inner City Mission.

11. Membership and Finance

Sue tabled a list of members and donations received to date.

Action: Sue will send a reminder to those members outstanding. Already sent one notice back in October 2012.

12. MVRA Brochure

We need to let the community know who we are, what we do, what we offer, how they can get involved.

Elaine advised we can get 500 brochure done for $175.
