We (Elaine and Craig ) should also have a joint meeting with the Historical Society asking for a heritage audit of Mt Victoria.

Embassy panels: We will contribute once we know more about what is planned and needed.

Draft WCC Long Term Plan 2012-22: Submissions are due Friday 18 May.  We agreed to include:

· General comment - summary booklet lacks an overview of structure of rates, user charges, and borrowing – key discussion points should be in the public document.  Also, senior management structure and remuneration needs review

· Heritage – support a heritage audit of Mt Victoria

· Local services & contracts – urge WCC to encourage local entrepreneurship, not contracts with casualised labour

· Transport – note Regional Council and LTSA mainly responsible but their decisions affect WCC activities and budgets eg. Infrastructure for trolleybuses.WCC should urge for more funding for public transport, especially from Railway Station to the hospital, and should not contribute anything that underpins LTSA motorway plans through city streets

· Pedestrians & cycling – urge more funding to support these modes of transport.  Support Great Harbour Way

· Town Belt – urge protection as per Town Belt deed and upholding its intentions,  and support funding to protect and enhance Town Belt as open public space

· Road reserves encroachment prices – it is inequitable that Mt Victoria residents will be charged the highest rate of any suburb
