Submission on Town Belt draft Management Plan and legislation – Sue had sent an early draft to the committee and will send a final draft round to the committee and membership tomorrow.

Motorway plans for Basin Reserve and environs – Elaine reported at the public meeting that the Regional Council, had voted to review support for flyover, and WCC had voted to look at alternatives again..
Rubbish collection: This was very well organized, thanks to David Lee.  Sue reported we collected $1,344 on Saturday ($1,230 after expenses of $114) and expect more as David follows up on some outstanding amounts.  

Actions: Elaine will write and thank David (with bottle of wine), and thank WCC for providing the trucks and drivers.

One of the drivers had commented that the rubbish collection services were soon to be contracted out.

Action: Craig to draft a letter to the Mayor and ward Councillors to say these are essential services that should not be contracted out.
