Contracting out street cleaning and rubbish collecting: We wondered what will happen to the assets, are trucks still available for street cleaning,and will WCC contest the next contract? Sue has prepared a list of community groups to which we can send an email voicing our concerns with Craig’s exchange of emails with Zac Gordon attached as background.
